Report of IGIP International Relations 2011
The developed activities were:

1) Worked for the close cooperation between IEEE-EdSoc with IGIP, which is now being accomplished in a memorandum of understanding between the two organizations. Worked to intensify the relations with IGIP and with LACCEI – an organization that has showed interest in IGIP certification standards.
2) Organized IGIP’2011 – XL IGIP International Symposium on Engineering Education that happened on March 27 to 30, 2011, which took place in Santos, in São Paulo State, Brazil. It was the first time that IGIP Symposium took place in American Continent.

5) Promoted workshops in 3 Engineering Schools in Brazil, showing IGIP certification standards. one school in São Paulo City at University Mackenzie. The two others in Santos City, at UNISANTA, Santa Cecilia University and UNIMES – Metropolitan University of Santos, all in Brazil, for the respective Engineering Schools.

6) Organized a Special Session of IGIP for FIE 2011 that will happen in Rapid City on October. The name of the session is: Engineering Education in Iberian America with the presence of ING-PAED IGIP from Spain, Portugal, Brazil and Argentina. The name of the session has not IGIP because of some resistance by the organizing committee of FIE-2011 caused by some issues with a workshop organized by another member of IGIP, for another organization and that caused a lot discomfort in the organizing committee once it has been imposed and that they had no intention to approve.

7) Represented IGIP in IFEES meeting in Vancouver, Canada, during ASEE Conference, in June 2011. However I must point out that despite the fact that I was representing IGIP, Prof. Eleonore Lickl made the presentation about IGIP during the meeting.

8) Proposed my candidature for Member of Executive Board of IFEES for 2012, as IGIP representative, which election is during the Flash Week – in Lisbon on September 2011.

9) Organization of an IGIP lecture during ICECE’2011 – VII International Conference on Engineering and Computer Education that takes place in UMinho – University of Minho, Guimarães City, Portugal, on September 25 to 28, 2011.

10) Organization of an IGIP lecture during INTERTECH’2012 – XII International Conference on Engineering and Technology Education that will take place in UNTL - Universidade Nacional Timor Lorosa'e, Dilly City, East Timor, on March 11 to 14, 2012.

11) Organization of an IGIP lecture during WCCA’2012 – V World Congress on Communication and Arts that takes place in UMinho – University of Minho, Guimarães City, Portugal, the city that will be the Cultural Capital of Europe in 2012 on April 15 to 18, 2012.
